III. Teacher Input (Present tasks, information and guidance):  [25 minutes]
1. The teacher will review the beginnings of Islam in a brief class discussion  
2. Students will have 20 minutes to read pages 192-199 from the textbook.
3. After they are done reading, the teacher will present the graphic organizer and hand out all necessary materials.

4. Students will be able to work in pairs to complete the graphic organizer
IV. Guided Practice (Elicit performance): [40 minutes]
On the graphic organizer, there are major changes in power on the left and on the right are the effects of each change. The students will receive the version with several blank sections and the sheet of cut outs which they will paste in the appropriate place on the graphic organizer using their textbook for reference.  
V. Closure (Plan for maintenance): [15 minutes]
The teacher will go over the graphic organizer at the end of class.
VI. Independent Practice: [5 minutes]
Students will answer questions 1-8 on page 199 which review the section.
